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We Meet Our Lord at His Cross

READING: The Shadow of Prediction John 13:34-38 (ESV)

% A new commandment | give to you, that you love one another: just as | have loved you, you also
are to love one another. * By this all people will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one
another.”

% Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, where are you going?” Jesus answered him, “Where I am going
you cannot follow me now, but you will follow afterward.” 3 Peter said to him, “Lord, why can I not
follow you now? I will lay down my life for you.” * Jesus answered, “Will you lay down your life for
me? Truly, truly, | say to you, the rooster will not crow till you have denied me three times.

READING: The Shadow of Gethsemane Matthew 26:36-46 (ESV)

% Then Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane, and he said to his disciples, “Sit here,
while I go over there and pray.” ¥ And taking with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, he began to be
sorrowful and troubled. * Then he said to them, “My soul is very sorrowful, even to death; remain here,
and watch with me.” *® And going a little farther he fell on his face and prayed, saying, “My Father, if it
be possible, let this cup pass from me; nevertheless, not as I will, but as you will.” ** And he came to the
disciples and found them sleeping. And he said to Peter, “So, could you not watch with me one
hour? #* Watch and pray that you may not enter into temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh
is weak.” *? Again, for the second time, he went away and prayed, “My Father, if this cannot pass unless I
drink it, your will be done.” ** And again he came and found them sleeping, for their eyes were
heavy. # So, leaving them again, he went away and prayed for the third time, saying the same words



again. * Then he came to the disciples and said to them, “Sleep and take your rest later on. See, the hour
is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. ¢ Rise, let us be going; see, my
betrayer is at hand.”

READING: The Shadow of Betrayal John 18:1-11 (ESV)

1 When Jesus had spoken these words, he went out with his disciples across the brook Kidron, where
there was a garden, which he and his disciples entered. 2 Now Judas, who betrayed him, also knew the
place, for Jesus often met there with his disciples. ® So Judas, having procured a band of soldiers and
some officers from the chief priests and the Pharisees, went there with lanterns and torches and
weapons. 4 Then Jesus, knowing all that would happen to him, came forward and said to them, “Whom do
you seek?” ® They answered him, “Jesus of Nazareth.” Jesus said to them, “I am he.” Judas, who betrayed
him, was standing with them. ® When Jesus said to them, “I am he,” they drew back and fell to the
ground. " So he asked them again, “Whom do you seek?”” And they said, “Jesus of Nazareth.” & Jesus
answered, “I told you that I am he. So, if you seek me, let these men go.” ° This was to fulfill the word
that he had spoken: “Of those whom you gave me I have lost not one.” '° Then Simon Peter, having a
sword, drew it and struck the high priest’s servant and cut off his right ear. (The servant’s name was
Malchus.) 1 So Jesus said to Peter, “Put your sword into its sheath; shall I not drink the cup that the
Father has given me?”

READING: The Shadow of Denial Luke 22:54-62 (ESV)

% Then they seized him and led him away, bringing him into the high priest’s house, and Peter was
following at a distance. *> And when they had kindled a fire in the middle of the courtyard and sat down
together, Peter sat down among them. *6 Then a servant girl, seeing him as he sat in the light and looking
closely at him, said, “This man also was with him.” °” But he denied it, saying, “Woman, I do not know
him.” %8 And a little later someone else saw him and said, “You also are one of them.” But Peter
said, “Man, I am not.” ® And after an interval of about an hour still another insisted, saying, “Certainly
this man also was with him, for he too is a Galilean.” ® But Peter said, “Man, I do not know what you are
talking about.” And immediately, while he was still speaking, the rooster crowed. 5 And the Lord turned
and looked at Peter. And Peter remembered the saying of the Lord, how he had said to him, “Before the
rooster crows today, you will deny me three times.” ®2 And he went out and wept bitterly.

RESPONSIVE READING - Isaiah 53 (NIV)

LEADER: Surely he took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we considered him stricken by
God, smitten by him, and afflicted.

CONGREGATION: But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the
punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed.

LEADER: We all, like sheep, have gone astray, each of us has turned to his own way; and the LORD has
laid on him the iniquity of us all.

CONGREGATION: He was oppressed and afflicted, yet he did not open his mouth; he was led like a lamb
to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is silent, so he did not open his mouth.

ALL: By oppression and judgment he was taken away. And who can speak of his descendants? For he
was cut off from the land of the living; for the transgression of my people he was stricken.

READING: The Shadow of Trial and Execution: Part 1 Luke 22:63-71 (ESV)

63 Now the men who were holding Jesus in custody were mocking him as they beat him. 5 They
also blindfolded him and kept asking him, “Prophesy! Who is it that struck you?” ® And they said many
other things against him, blaspheming him.

6 When day came, the assembly of the elders of the people gathered together, both chief priests and
scribes. And they led him away to their council, and they said, ¢” “If you are the Christ, tell us.” But he
said to them, “If I tell you, you will not believe, ® and if | ask you, you will not answer. ¢ But from now
on the Son of Man shall be seated at the right hand of the power of God.” " So they all said, “Are you the
Son of God, then?” And he said to them, “You say that I am.” " Then they said, “What further testimony
do we need? We have heard it ourselves from his own lips.”

READING: The Shadow of Trial and Execution: Part 2 Luke 23:1-7 (ESV)

! Then the whole company of them arose and brought him before Pilate. 2 And they began to accuse
him, saying, “We found this man misleading our nation and forbidding us to give tribute to Caesar, and
saying that he himself is Christ, a king.” 3 And Pilate asked him, “Are you the King of the Jews?”” And he
answered him, “You have said so.” * Then Pilate said to the chief priests and the crowds, “I find no guilt
in this man.” ° But they were urgent, saying, “He stirs up the people, teaching throughout all Judea, from
Galilee even to this place.”

5 When Pilate heard this, he asked whether the man was a Galilean. ” And when he learned that he
belonged to Herod’s jurisdiction, he sent him over to Herod, who was himself in Jerusalem at that time.

READING: The Shadow of Trial and Execution: Part 3 Luke 23:8-23 (ESV)

& When Herod saw Jesus, he was very glad, for he had long desired to see him, because he had
heard about him, and he was hoping to see some sign done by him. ° So he questioned him at some
length, but he made no answer. 1° The chief priests and the scribes stood by, vehemently accusing
him. 1* And Herod with his soldiers treated him with contempt and mocked him. Then, arraying him in
splendid clothing, he sent him back to Pilate. 1> And Herod and Pilate became friends with each other that
very day, for before this they had been at enmity with each other.



13 Pilate then called together the chief priests and the rulers and the people, ** and said to them,
“You brought me this man as one who was misleading the people. And after examining him before you,
behold,

I did not find this man guilty of any of your charges against him. ** Neither did Herod, for he sent
him back to us. Look, nothing deserving death has been done by him. ¢ | will therefore punish and
release him.”

18 But they all cried out together, “Away with this man, and release to us Barabbas”— ° a man who
had been thrown into prison for an insurrection started in the city and for murder. 2° Pilate addressed them
once more, desiring to release Jesus, % but they kept shouting, “Crucify, crucify him!” ?2 A third time he
said to them, “Why? What evil has he done? I have found in him no guilt deserving death. | will therefore
punish and release him.” % But they were urgent, demanding with loud cries that he should be crucified.
And their voices prevailed.

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READING: The Shadow of Trial and Execution: Part 4 Luke 23:24-34 (ESV)

24 S0 Pilate decided that their demand should be granted. % He released the man who had been
thrown into prison for insurrection and murder, for whom they asked, but he delivered Jesus over to their
will.

2 And as they led him away, they seized one Simon of Cyrene, who was coming in from the
country, and laid on him the cross, to carry it behind Jesus. 2 And there followed him a great multitude of
the people and of women who were mourning and lamenting for him. 2 But turning to them Jesus said,
“Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for me, but weep for yourselves and for your children.  For
behold, the days are coming when they will say, ‘Blessed are the barren and the wombs that never bore
and the breasts that never nursed!” * Then they will begin to say to the mountains, ‘Fall on us,” and to the
hills, ‘Cover us.” * For if they do these things when the wood is green, what will happen when it is dry?”

%2 Two others, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death with him. ** And when they
came to the place that is called The Skull, there they crucified him, and the criminals, one on his right and
one on his left. * And Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they know not what they do.” And they cast
lots to divide his garments.

READING: The Shadow of Death Mark 15:25-39 (ESV)
25 And it was the third hour when they crucified him. 2 And the inscription of the charge against
him read, “The King of the Jews.” 2 And with him they crucified two robbers, one on his right and one



on his left.  And those who passed by derided him, wagging their heads and saying, “Aha! You who
would destroy the temple and rebuild it in three days, % save yourself, and come down from the
cross!” 3 So also the chief priests with the scribes mocked him to one another, saying, “He saved others;
he cannot save himself. 3 Let the Christ, the King of Israel, come down now from the cross that we may
see and believe.” Those who were crucified with him also reviled him.

% And when the sixth hour had come, there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth
hour. 3 And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, “Eloi, Eloi, lema sabachthani?” which means,
“My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” * And some of the bystanders hearing it said, “Behold,
he is calling Elijah.” 3 And someone ran and filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on a reed and gave it to
him to drink, saying, “Wait, let us see whether Elijah will come to take him down.” 3" And Jesus uttered a
loud cry and breathed his last. ® And the curtain of the temple was torn in two, from top to bottom. *° And
when the centurion, who stood facing him, saw that in this way he breathed his last, he said, “Truly this
man was the Son of God!”

“The Sign of Sacrifice”

John 19:31-42 (ESV)

%1 Since it was the day of Preparation, and so that the bodies would not remain on the cross on the
Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a high day), the Jews asked Pilate that their legs might be broken and that
they might be taken away. ¥ So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first, and of the other who had
been crucified with him. 3 But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not
break his legs. 3 But one of the soldiers pierced his side with a spear, and at once there came out blood
and water. % He who saw it has borne witness—his testimony is true, and he knows that he is telling the
truth—that you also may believe. * For these things took place that the Scripture might be fulfilled: “Not
one of his bones will be broken.” * And again another Scripture says, “They will look on him whom they
have pierced.”

3 After these things Joseph of Arimathea, who was a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear of the
Jews, asked Pilate that he might take away the body of Jesus, and Pilate gave him permission. So he came
and took away his body. ¥ Nicodemus also, who earlier had come to Jesus by night, came bringing a
mixture of myrrh and aloes, about seventy-five pounds in weight. 4° So they took the body of Jesus and
bound it in linen cloths with the spices, as is the burial custom of the Jews. ** Now in the place where he
was crucified there was a garden, and in the garden a new tomb in which no one had yet been laid. > So
because of the Jewish day of Preparation, since the tomb was close at hand, they laid Jesus there.
